Celebrating, Obum, Geoffrey and 
Adesina party at Quilox with 
celebrity friends from the Yahoo 
Boy, Ako mafia, and Nollywood 
crowd. Unaware of her relationship 
with Victor, Geoffrey asks Adesina 
to marry him. She says no. 
He says he will wait for her.

LAGOS CITY



At UNILAG, Victor, Akin, 
Adesina and their friends become 
entwined in the violent conflicts 
between the campus confraternities 
/cults, the Ako and the Eagles, 
when Victor is brutally stabbed.

UNILAG - CONFRATERNITIES



When Victor’s sister becomes sick 
with tetanus, he accepts fees to 
take other student’s exams and pay 
her medical bills. Violently 
objecting to this Akin leaves Unilag 
and applies to the Police Academy. 
When the Eagles report him to the 
Unilag Chancellor, Victor is 
dishonored as an ‘exam fraud.’

There he 
befriends Duro who unravels to 
him the world of ‘419.’

THE AKO

A skilled hacker, his wealth 
growing, Victor catches the 
attention of the Ako organized 
crime group, headed by its 
founder, the ‘Black Axe,’ South 
African Mandla Gabela. Victor 
and his friends, Hakeem and 
Sikiru are invited to undergo the 
Ako initiation for membership.



CYBER CRIME

When Victor is forced, by Obum, 
to break up with the stunned 
Adesina it drives him deeper into 
a life of cyber crime. He soon 
masters the intricacies of 
Internet Romance, and Business 
Email Compromise [BEC].



ONLINE ‘ROMANCE’

In New Hampshire, Caroline is 
thrust into the world of Romance 
Scams when her husband 
suddenly dies of a heart attack 
and she begins an online 
‘relationship’ with Victor that 
ultimately concludes with her 
traveling to Lagos to meet him.



ABUJA AIRPORT

Having won the Abuja Airport 
contract from the Ministry of 
Aviation, Obum turns it into the 
biggest ‘419’ scam in history when 
he defrauds the Brazilian Banco 
Noroeste of $242 million of their 
offshore assets.



AKO TRAFFICKING

A brilliant organizer, Victor 
quickly climbs through the ranks 
of Ako. Black Axe Mandla, 
grooming him to succeed, 
appoints Victor  head of the 
organization’s human and drug 
trafficking operations from Africa 
to Europe.



Bishop Kolawole, pastor of the 
megachurch, for a fee, ‘recruits’ 
young women for the Ako to grant 
‘loans’ for migration to European 
cities to obtain ‘careers.’

The first step is that Abiona and 
Femea must endure a juju 
ceremony, performed by a priest, 
whereby they are bound by oath 
that they are bound by an ominous 
oath to repay their ‘loan.’ upon their 
arrival in Europe



LIBYAN ROUTE

From Lagos, they travel north to 
Kano, and then into Libya, where 
they cross the dreaded Sahara, 
crammed in a truck with forty 
others. Captured in Sibha, the 
young women are enslaved. Upon 
Feema’s death, Abiona is rescued 
by camel traders and continues to 
make her way to the ocean 
crossing at Tripoli



BENIN - MOROCCO

Taking the ‘Western route up the 
coast of Africa: Togo – Benin –
Algeria – Morocco, Rose and her 
new friend, the tomato worker 
Nwadike, make their way by a 
number of  arduous bus journeys 
to an ocean crossing into Spain.



THE MEDITERRANEAN

Reaching Tripoli and begging on 
the streets to raise the money to 
pay for the crossing, Abiona boards 
a raft to face the treacherous 
Mediterranean. She is saved from 
drowning by an Italian trawler and 
taken to the port of Catania.



EUROPE - SEX WORKERS

Upon arrival in Italy, retrieved by a 
madame, Abiona and Rose learn of 
their true fate in Europe. They are to 
be taken to Paris where they will 
perform as a sex worker for three 
years until her bond is repaid.

Rapidly rising, Akin is heralded as 
Africa’s ‘Supercop’ for his 
successful suppression of crime 
and his incorruptible behaviour. 
His greatest enemy, the Head of 
Europe for Ako, Victor



TRIAL of the CENTURY

Learning from Victor the truth of 
why he rejected her, and of her 
brother’s $250 million fraud of a 
Brazilian bank, Adesina, aided by 
Police IG Akin, brings her brother 
down.
